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The mission of UHS is to advance student achievement for all students with the education 
necessary to be responsible, successful citizens. And that education must include the need 
for active civic participation. This information can not be first presented in high 
school but in all levels of the educational system.  The following proposed project is an 
attempt to accomplish just that. 
 

GOAL:  

Create and implement yearlong, reoccurring voter education and registration program 
that affects East-Orange County. This may include but it is not limited to instruction 
in: the structure of the governmental system; the voting process; strategies for 
communication with elected officials; voter registration and the creation and power of 
political action committees. 
Yearly goals include but are not limited to: 

1. Registration of 1,000 new voters 
2. Educate those 1,000 plus additional 1,000 on election process. 

 

PROJECT: 
 
How: Each class will be given a specific project area to work on. Each area will have 
specific goals to meet. Some of the individual questions to answer and goals are: 
 

Group 1: Voting Process 
-Why should people even vote? 
-How do we know peoples 
votes count? 
-What is the voting process? 
-How do people register to 
vote? 
-What do we do for November 
but also the future? 
-Short term v long term 

 
 
 
 

Group2: What has been 
done in the past 

-How is public informed? 
-How have groups gained 
the right to vote? 
-How has gov’t limited the 
right to vote? 
-How do people lose the 
right to vote? 
-How can we monitor the 
polls? 

 
 

Group 3: Recommendations 
-How do we utilize media? 
-How do we educate CBO’s? 
-Create flier for registrants. 
-Better utilization for door to 
door. 
-Working the polls. 
-Making and using signs. 
-Establish what topics get target 
group to vote? 
-How do we promote idea of 
project? 
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1. Have students create a portfolio for project. 
2. Establish participating classrooms in high school, middle school and elementary 

school. 
3. Instruct participating classrooms, at appropriate level for students, on structure 

of local, state and federal governmental structure. Continue instruction to 
include the election process. Have students write reflection. 

4. After a couple of weeks AP Government class begin process discussed above. 
 
5. Once group 1 has created informational presentation they visit participating 

middle and elementary schools for student led discussion on voting process. 
Have students write reflection. 

6. High school classes create plan for promoting voter turnout on Election Day. 
This will include several different days to plan and implement. 

7. Election Day: Implementation of Voter Participation Plan. 
8. High School student debrief and reflection. 
9. High school sends kids to participating middle and elementary schools for 

student led discussion on Election Day events. Have students write reflection. 
10. High School classes continue yearlong work on project. 
11. Each class elects five representatives to meet after school for one hour, to 

discuss issues each class is dealing with. These members are those that will make 
a year end press conference type of presentation to local, state and federal 
officials. The invitees will include but are not limited to: 

  -School administration 
  -Representatives of local public and private schools. 
  -Supervisor of elections office. 
  -The press. 
  -Community based organizations. 
  -Representatives from local, state and federal government. 
  -Former President’s Bill Clinton and George Bush.
